Terms and Conditions

The issuance and use of BMI Bank B.S.C. © VISA
Credit Cards shall be governed by and subject to
the following conditions.

1. Definitions

i) Annual Fee: means the fee as stipulated in
clause 5.

ii) Bank: means BMI Bank B.S.C. © and its
successors and assigns.

iii) Billing Currency: means the currency in Bharaini
Dinars.

iv) ATM: means an automated teller machine or
any card operated machine or device whether
belonging to the Bank or other participating bank
or financial institution nominated from time to
time by the Bank, which accepts the Card.

V) Card: means VISA Credit Cards issued by BMI
Bank B.S.C (c) including supplementary and
replacement cards.

vi) Bank Card Account: means the account
maintained by the Bank which will be debited

by all amounts of ‘card transactions’ made by

the ‘cardholder’ together with the interest, fees
and other charges. All transactions made by
supplementary cardholders will also be debited to
this account with interest, fees and other Charges.
vii) Charges and fees: means any charges and fees
payable by a cardholder to the Bank in respect of
a card as notified by the Bank from time to time
including without limitation, handling charges,
service charges, late fees, subscription, renewal
fees and replacement fees.

viii) Cardholder: mean cardholder in whose name
the Card is issued by the Bank.

ix) Card Transaction: mean the amount of
charges of any goods and/or service obtained
by the use of the Card or any cash advance.

x) Credit Limit: means the maximum credit limit
permitted on 3 card account as determined by the
Bank from time to time.

xi) Cash Advance: means any amount lent to the
Cardholder puruant to clause 4.

Xii) Cash Advance Fee: means the fee as stipulated
in clause 4.

xiii) Current Balance: means the total debit balance
outstanding on the Card Account payable to the
Bank according to the Bank's records on the date
the Statemnent of Account is issued.

xiv) Conversion Charges: means the charges
mentioned in clause 5.

Xxv) Finance Charges: means the charges
mentioned in clause 4.

xvi) Fixed Transaction Fee: means the fee as
mentioned in clause 4

xvii) Replacement Card Fee: means the fee as
mentioned in clause 5.

xviii) Late Payment Fees: means the fees as
mentioned in clause 5.

xix) Merchant : means any corporate entity, person,
or establishment supplying goods and,/or services
who accepts the card or the Card number as a
mode of payment or reservation by the Cardholder.
xx) Minimum Payment Due: means the minimum
amount payable by the Cardholder pursuant to
clause 5

xxi) Over Limit Fees: means the fees as mentioned
in clause 5

xxii) PIN: means the personal identification number
issued to the Cardholder for use in conjunction with
the Card where required

xxiil) Payment Due Date: means the date the
Minimum Payment Due becomes payable pursuant
1o clause 5.

xxiv) Principal Cardholder: means the Cardholder in
whose name the card account is maintained.

xxv) Renewal Subscription Fee: means the fee
stipulated in clause 6.

xxvi) Supplementary Cardholder: means a
cardholder nominated by the Principal Cardholder.
xxvii) Validity Period: the period after which the
card shall expire.

xxviii) Statement of Account: means the statement
as mentioned in clause 5.

2. Use of the Card

3) The Card must be signed by the Cardholder
immediately on the receipt and shall only be used
by the Cardholder within the Credit Limit and
within the Validity Period, subject to the Credit
Cards Terms and Conditions.

b) All Cards remain the property of the Bank

and should be returned by the Cardholder to the
Bank upon request. The Bank at its sole discretion
ad without notice to the Cardholder may cancel,
susgend, or refuse to reissue, renew or replace the
Card.

Cardholder shall ct the card in half and return both
halves to the Bank and Clause 8 shall henceforth

3. supplementary Cards

Upon request by the Principal Cardholder, the Bank
atits own discretion may issue supplementary
Cards and the Cardholders shall be fully responsible
and liable for the payment of the values of the
transactions made by the supplementary Cards.

All Terms and Conditions stated herein are fully
applicable to the supplementary Cardholders where
liability will be several and joint with the Principal
Cardholder. The validity of the Supplementary Card
is dependant on the validity of the Prinicipal card

4. Cash Advance

The Cardholder may obtain the Cash Advance
subject to availability of adequate credit and as may
be acceptable to the Bank from time to time at its
absolute discretion by the following means:

i) Presenting the card at any office of the Bank or of
any member institution of VISA International together
with evidence of his/her identity and signing the
necessary transaction record

i) Use of the Card on any ATM of the Bank or of
any other bank or institution with whom the Bank
has an Agreement for the use of the ATM of the
said bank or institution in which case the amount
of each advance will be further subject to the
applicable daily withdrawal limits of the ATM

iii) The Bank will provide a PIN to be used in
conjunction with the Card when effecting a
transaction at an ATM.

iv) The Cardholder may under no circumstances
whatsoever disclose the PIN to any other person.

v) The Bank’s record of any transaction effected
in conjunction with a PIN shall be binding on the
Cardholder as to its consequence.

vi) The use of the Card by the Card by the
Cardholder to obtain a Cash Advance shall be
deemed to constitute the Agreement of the
Cardholder to pay a fixed Cash Advanced Fee as
prescribed by the Bank from time to time. A finance
charges shall be levied on each Cash Advanced
from the date of the advance until repayment in
full. A fixed transaction fee (subject to minimum
amount) will be levied on the amount of each Cash
Advance and charged to the Card Account. The
Bank may, from time to time, vary the amount of
finance charges and fees payable by the Cardholder.

5. Payment

i) The Cardholder agrees to pay to the Bank upon
the request of the Bank an annual fee as prescribed
by the Bank for the Card when issued or renewed
and annual fee prescribed by the Bank for each
Supplementary Card when issued or renewed.

ii) The Cardholder agrees to pay the total amount of
all charges described as the Current Balance specified
in the Statement of Account which is due in full and
payable not later than the date specified on the
Cardholder shall incur no financial charge (excluding
Cash Advance) if payment of the Current Balance

is received by the Bank on or before the Payment
Due Date.

iii) The Cardholder may choose not to settle the
Current Balance in full, in which case the Cardholder
must pay at least 5% of the Current Balance or BD
10 whichever is higher, on or before the Payment
Due Date (hereinafter referred to as ‘Minimum
Payment Due’). If the Current Balance is less than
BD10 then the Current Balance becomes fully
due. However, if the Minimum Amount Due is not
paid by the Payment Due Date or only partly paid,
then the unpaid amount will be added to the next
statement’s Minimum Payment Due.

iv) The Cardholder shall, and undertakes to, stay
within the prescribed Credit Limit assigned by the
bank unless prior approval in writing to exceed

this limit is obtained by the Cardholder from the
Bank and further undertakes to affect no purchase
or transaction which may cause the aggregate
outstanding balance under all such purchases



and transactions to exceed such Credit Limit. If

in contravention of this provision, the Cardholder
exceeds the Credit Limit, then the Cardholder must
pay the amount exceeding the Credit Limit in full and
the Minimum Payment Due as also in addition an
Over Limit Fees.

v) If the Cardholder fails to pay the Minimum
Payment Due by the Payment Due Date, a Late
Payment Fee will be levied.

vi) If the Cardholder pays to the Bank an amount
less than the Current Balance by the Payment Due
Date or no payment is made or payment is made
but after the Payment Due Date, a finance charge
calculated on an average daily basis will be applied
to the Current Balance until any payments are
credited to the Card Account and thereafter on the
reduced balance.

vil) All payments received by the Bank from the
Cardholder may be applied in the following order
of payment or such other order of priority as the
Bank may think fit

a) All unpaid Finance Charges, Fees, Cash Advance
Charges and other costs shown on any previous
Statement of Account.

b) All unpaid Card Transactions shown on any
previous Statement of Account.

¢) All unpaid Finance Charges, Fees, Cash Advances,
Charges and other costs shown on the Current
Statement of Account.

d) All unpaid Card Transactions shown on the
Current Statement of Account.

e) All Cash Advances and Card Transactions not yet
shown on the Current Statement of Account

viii) The Bank shall be entitled at its sole discretion
to vary the rate or method of calculation of

the Annul Fees, Finance Charges, the specified
Minimum Amount Due, and/or Late Payment
Charges or any other Charges.

ix) All payments made by the Cardholder shall

be in the billing currency of the Card Account.

If the payment is made in any other currency,

the Cardholder shall pay the Bank all exchange,
commission and other charges or losses charged or
incurred by the Bank in converting such payment to
the billing currency. Such conversion shall be effected
at such rate of exchange as may be conclusively
determined by the Bank at the date of entry into the
Card Account. Any payment made by the Cardholder
in the Billing Currency of the Card Account will be
credited to the Card Account only on the date the
Bank’s posting of the funds into the Card Account

in Bahrain and where payment is received in any
other currency other than the billing currency, such
payment shall be credited after the date when such
payment is converted to the billing currency or when
relevant funds have been received for value by the
Bank in Bahrain and posted to the Card Account.

X) A handling charges as prescribed by the Bank is
payable by the Cardholder to the Bank immediately
upon a request to the Bank to issue a Replacement
Card. Additional Charges as prescribed by the

bank are payable by the Cardholder to the Bank
immediately upon the request to the Bank for the
prevision of copies of sales voucher/Cash Advance
slip and any further services (the Bank may provide
from time to time).

xi) Without prejudice to the Bank's rights at any
time to take the appropriate legal action, the Bank
may charge fees for any returned unpaid cheques
drawn by the Cardholder in full or partial payment
of the outstanding amount.

xii) The Cardholder hereby expressly agrees that

if any sums shall be due from the Cardholder to
the Bank at any time under the Card Account, or
the Cardholder shall be liable to the Bank on any
banking account or any other account, current or
otherwise, in any manner or if default is made by
the Cardholder in the provision of such account or
any other banking facilities granted by the Bank to
the Cardholder, then and in such event, the whole
outstanding balance on the Cardholder’s account
shall become immediately due and payable and the
provisions of clause 8 hereof shall be applicable

xiii) Any cheque deposit shall be acceptable for
collection and the proceeds shall not be available
until the cheque has been cleared and the
proceeds paid to the Bank by the paying bank.
Any cash deposits may only be regarded as
having been received by the Bank upon crediting
the same to the Card Account

xiv) The Bank may at any time demand that the
Cardholder deposits any undated cheque and /or
pledge a cash collateral in favor of the Bank for the
amount which the Bank may require even when
such a cheque was not demanded when the Card

was issued to the Cardholder. The Cardholder, in such
an eventuality, will be deems to have authorized the
Bank to insert the date on the said cheque and to
present it for payment on the inserted date against
any amount due to the bank.

xv) Non-receipt of Statement of Account shall not
be construed by the Cardholder to be sufficient
reason for nonpayment of dues in time.

xvi) The Bank will credit the Cardholder’s Card
Account with the amount of any refund only upon
receipt of a property issued credit voucher from
the Merchant.

xvii) In the absence of any manifest error, the
Statement of Account issued by the Bank shall be
the conclusive evidence of debt.

6. Renewal

The Bank at its discretion will renew the Card
automatically one month before the expiry date.
The renewal subscription fee will be debited to the
monthly statement. If the Cardholder does not wish
to renew the Card, the Cardholder should inform
the Bank at least two months prior to the expiry
date of the Card

7. Card Loss and Liability

3) If the Card is lost, stolen, misplaced or the PIN
disclosed, the Cardholder must immediately notify
the Card department in person or on telephone.
Such notification must be confirmed in writing
Until receipt of written notification of the loss

or theft of a Card and /or disclosure of the PIN,
The Principal Cardholder will be liable for all Card
transactions.

b) The Cardholder also undertakes to provide
the Bank with all information as to the
circumstances of the loss or misuse and take
necessary steps to assist the Bank to recover the
missing Card.

8. Withdrawal of the use of the Card

i) The Bank may at any time and without notice
and without assigning any reason cancel or
suspend the right to se a Card without in any way
affecting the Cardholder’s obligations.

ii) The Principal Cardholder may at any time

by notice in writing to the bank terminate his/
her agreement to use the Card, or the use of a
Card by a Supplementary Cardholder, but such
termination shall be effective only on receipt by
the Bank of the relevant Cards, and in the events
that any security is held by the Bank as collateral
for the issuance of the Card, the Bank reserves the
right to retain such security for a period of at least
180 days following the Card being canceled and
returned to the Bank, whether cancelled by the
Cardholder or the Bank.

iii) The use of the Card shall be terminated by the
Bank without notice upon the death, bankruptcy
or insolvency of the Cardholder or when the
whereabouts of the Cardholder become unknown
to the bank due to any cause not attributable to
the Bank.

iv) The Cardholder and/or his/her estate will be
responsible for setting off the Current Balance on
the costs (including legal fees and Charges) and
expenses incurred in recovering all outstanding
balances on the account

v) The Bank shall not be liable to refund the annual
membership fee for or any part thereof in the
event of the Termination of the Card Account.

vi) In the event that any security is held by the
Bank as collateral for the issuance of the Card, the
Bank reserves the right to retain such Security for
a period of at least 45 days following the Card
being cancelled and returned to the Bank whether
cancelled by the Cardholder or the Bank or
following this Agreement being terminated.

9. Exclusion of Liability

The Bank shall be under liability whatsoever to the
Cardholder in respect of any loss or damage arising
directly or indirectly out of:

i) Any loss or damages arising incurred or suffered
by the Cardholder by reason of the Bank or a
Merchant or other Bank or financial institution or
any ATM or other party refusing to allow a Card
Transaction or refusing to accept the Card or the
Card numbers or the PIN or refusing to extend

or provide Cash Advance up to the credit limit
oratall.

ii) Refusal of any Merchant or member institution
of VISA International to honour or accept the

Card or for any defect or deficiency in the goods
or services supplied to the Cardholder by any



Merchant or, where applicable, for any breach

or nonperformance by a Merchant of 3 Card
Transaction

iii) The malfunction of any ATM or disruption of
communication systems.

iv) The exercise by the Bank of its right to demand
and procure surrender of the Card prior the expiry
date embossed on its face, whether such demand
and surrender are made and,/or procured by the
Bank or by any other person or ATM.

V) The exercise by the Bank of its right to
terminate any Card or the card Account pursuant
to Clause (i),

Vi) Any injury to the credit character and reputation
of the Cardholder in and about the repossession of
the Card, any request for its return or the refusal of
any person to honour or accept the card

Vi) Any misstatement, misrepresentation, error

or omission in any details disclosed by the Bank
pursuant to Clause 10.

viii) Any dispute between the Cardholder and

any Merchant or Bank or Financial institution or
any other person, the Cardholder’ liability to the
Bank shall not in any way be affected by such
dispute or counterclaim or right of setoff which the
Cardholder may have against such Merchant or
Bank or Financial institution or person.

10. Disclosure of Information

i) The Cardholder irrevocably authorizes and
permits the Bank to disclose and finish such
information that it deems for concerning the
Cardholder and its affairs including but not limited
to this Agreement to the Bank’s associates,
branches, assignees, agents or other parties.

ii) The Bank shall have the right to check the credit
standing of the applicant for the Card and/or check
credit standing of the Cardholder at any time as
and when the Bank deems fit without reference
to him/her.

11. Indemnity

The Cardholder undertakes and agrees to
indemnity the Bank against any loss, damages,
liability, costs and expenses whether legal or
otherwise which the Bank may not incur by reason
of these Terms and Conditions or by any breach
thereof or the enforcement of the Bank's rights as
herein provided. All costs expenses in such regard
may be debited to the Card account and shall be
payable by the Cardholder.

12. Authorization and Indemnity for
telephone, telex and facsimile instructions
The Cardholder authorize the Bank to rely upon act
in accordance with any notice, instruction, demand
or other communication which may from time
to time be, or purport to be given by telephone,
telex or facsimile transaction by the Cardholder
or on his/her behalf (the ‘instructions’) without
any enquiry on the Bank’s part including, without
prejudice to the generality of the foregoing, as to
the authority or identity of the person giving or
purporting to give the instructions and regardless
of the circumstances prevailing at the time or
receipt of the Instructions.
The bank shall be entitled to treat the Instructions as
fully authorized by and binding upon the Cardholder
and the Bank shall be entitled to take such steps in
connection with or in reliance upon the Instructions
as the Bank may consider appropriate, whether
the Instructions include Instructions to pay money
or otherwise to debit or credit any account, or
relate to the disposition of any money, securities or
documents, or purports to bind the Cardholder to
any agreement or other arrangement with the Bank
or with any person or to commit the Cardholder
to any other type of transaction or arrangement
whatsoever, regardless of the nature of the
transaction or arrangement or the amount of money
involved and notwithstanding any error, ambiquity,
misunderstanding or lack of clarity in the terms of
the Instructions.
The Bank under terms of this authorization and
indemnity is not obliged to accept and act upon
the Instructions which include the following
-Change in Mandate
-Change in authorized signatories
-Power of attorney to another person/entity
-Closure of the account(s) and transfer of the
remaining balance by any means.
In consideration of the Bank acting in accordance
with the terms of this authorization and indemnity
the Cardholder hereby irrevocably undertakes

to keep the Bank indemnified against all losses,
claims, action, proceedings, demands, damages,
cost and expenses incurred or sustained by the
Bank of whatever nature and howsoever arising
out of or in connections with the Instructions.
The terms of this authorization and indemnity
shall remain in full force and effect unless and
until the Bank receives, and has a reasonable
time to act upon, notice of termination from the
Cardholder in accordance with the terms of the
Mandate, save that such termination will not
release the Cardholder from any liability under
this authorization and indemnity in respect of
any performed in accordance with the terms of
this authorization and indemnity prior to expiry
of such time.

13. General

i) The Bank shall have the right in its absolute
discretion to transfer, assign and sell in any
manner, in whole or in part any Cardholder’s
Current Balance. The Cardholder hereby authorizes
the Bank to appaint collection agents for recovery
of Current Balance. The Cardholder shall pay all
the costs of collection of dues, legal expenses

and outstanding with interest, should it become
necessary to refer the matter to a collection agency
or to a legal recourse to enforce payment

ii) Whenever required by the Bank, the Cardholder
shall furnish data concerning his/her financial
position to the Bank. The Cardholder further
authorizes the bank to verify the information
furnished. If the data is not furnished when called
for, the Bank at its discretion, may refuse renewal
of the Card or cancel the Card forthwith.

iii) The Cardholder authorizes the Bank to disclose
information concerning the Cardholder and
Supplementary Cardholder or the Cardholder’s and
Supplementary Cardholder’s Card Account to such
persons as the Bank may see fit

iv) The Cardholder and the Supplementary
Cardholder hereby authorize the bank to, without
notice, combine or consolidate the amount
outstanding on the Cardholder Card Account with
any other account which Cardholder and/or the
Supplementary Cardholder maintain with the Bank
and setoff or transfer any monies standing to the
credit of the Cardholder and/or Supplementary
Cardholder’s other account in or outwards
satisfactions of the Cardholder’s liability to the Bank
under these Terms an Conditions.

v) This Agreement supersedes any similar
agreement with the Bank in connection with the
issue or use of Card(s), such agreement being
hereby cancelled.

vi) The Bank reserves the right at all time to vary
or amend the foregoing Terms and Conditions

or to introduce new Terms and Conditions. Any
such variations or amendments will become
effective and binding on the Cardholder upon
notification to the Cardholder by any means the
Bank deems fit. If the Cardholder is unwilling

to accept any such variations or amendment,

the Cardholder must return the Card along with
Supplementary Card(s) cut in half to the Bank of
cancellation. The Cardholder will indemnify the
Bank (notwithstanding any termination of the
Agreement) against Card Transactions of these
Card(s) prior to the return of the Card and any
Supplementary Card(s) to the Bank.

vii) The Bank shall not be liable for any loss
suffered by the Cardholder if the Bank is prevented
or delayed in providing the Cardholder with any
banking or other service due to strikes, industrial
action, failure of power, supplier or equipment, or
causes beyond or outside its control.

viii) The Cardholder will continue to be liable

for finance charge and other charges if for any
reason the Bank is unable to produce or send the
Cardholder a statement of account

14. Governing Law

These Terms and Conditions are governed by and
shall be construed in accordance with the laws
of Bahrain and the Cardholder hereby submits
irrevocably to the non-exclusive jurisdiction of
the civil courts of Bahrain. Such submission shall,
however, not prejudice the rights of the bank to
bring proceedings against the Cardholder in any
other jurisdiction
